A  Chrism: consecrated oil used in
churches especially in baptism and
confirmation.

d  Good News: the message of Jesus.

O  Sign: something that indicates what is
present or to come.

d  Symbols: something that represents
something else.

Knowledge/Scripture/Liturgy

This topic focuses on Christian, signs and
symbols which speak of God’s mysterious
presence in the world and in our lives. Special
symbols are called ‘sacraments’ because they
put us in touch in a powerful way with the life,
ministry, death and resurrection of Jesus and
they point to his continued presence among us
today.

Children will ask and respond to questions
about signs and symbols used in everyday
life and know the difference between a sign
and a symbol.

[  Children will learn recognise and show
understanding of the meaning of the
symbols used in Baptism - anointing with
Chrism, font, water, Easter Candle, light,
white garment, godparents

Children use religious words and phrases
to describe and show understanding of
some actions and symbols used in baptism

[  Children will know the sequence within the
ritual of Baptism.

d  Children will be able to describe some
ways in which Christians live as followers of
the Light of Christ.
