Promise: To assure someone that something will
happen.

Knowledge/Scripture/Liturgy:

For Christians, Sunday is the special day of the week. It
is the day on which Jesus rose from the dead and is
considered to be a day of rest. Pentecost is a special
celebration of the gift of the Holy Spirit, through whom
the risen life of Jesus is given.

O Children talk about their experience and
feelings about holidays and say what they
wonder about what makes a holiday a happy
time.

Children will recognise what a holy day is and
the story of coming of the Holy Spirit at
Pentecost.

a Children will be able to ask and respond to
questions about the difference between ordinary
days and holidays and why we have them.

d  Children will be able to retell the story of the
coming of the Holy Spirit at Pentecost.

O Children will understand the promise that Jesus
made to his friends that he would send the Holy
Spirit to help guide them and spread the Good
News.

a Children will learn that Pentecost symbolises
the birth of the Church.

a Some children will be able to recognise some
symbols of the Holy Spirit.

a Some children will be able to describe the ways
in which the Holy Spirit is a helper and guide.

a Children will celebrate their new knowledge and
understanding by planning, leading and
delivering their own end of topic liturgy.
