Through Psalm 150, Psalm 63 and Psalm 16,
children will be able to recognise words and
phrases which tell people what God is like.
Children will be able to retell some of the
psalms.

Children will recognise that God is a loving
parent and He loves and cares for everyone.
Children will recognise that Jesus was shown
love and care in his family.

Children will recognise that psalms are
prayers that Jesus would have known and
used, and that they tell us about God. Psalms
also help us to pray and think about God.
Children will celebrate their new knowledge
and understanding by planning, leading and
delivering their own end of topic liturgy.
